RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

Program for the City of Poulsbo, as revised and extended for the ensuing six (6) 
calendar years (2011-2016, inclusive), a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit A 
and incorporated by this reference as if fully set forth, which Program sets forth the 
project location, type of improvement and the estimated cost thereof, is hereby 
adopted and approved. 

Section 2-Filing of Program Pursuant to Chapter 35.77 RCW, the City Clerk is 
hereby authorized and directed to file a copy of this resolution forthwith, together with 
the Exhibit attached hereto, with the Secretary of Transportation and a copy with the 
Transportation Improvement Board for the State of Washington.
