Safety Reminders for a Great Summer

As we move into another great summer season in Poulsbo,
your Police Department wants to remind you to take positive
steps to keep you and your valuables protected. It's
important that all of us pay attention to our surroundings
and make efforts to prevent and deter criminal behavior. By
doing so, we ensure everyone has an enjoyable and safe time
in Poulsbo, whether they live in this great community or are
just visiting.
 

1. Lock your doors and fully roll up your windows.
2. Lock valuables in the trunk and don't leave anything

visible that may attract a thief.
3. Close any change holders, consoles, or glove

boxes and hide power cords to electronic devices.
Even small items such as coins and cords have value to
thieves.

4. Park in well-lit areas or places that have a high volume
of foot traffic.

5. Don't leave your car running when it's unattended,
even for a moment. On cold mornings and hot
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evenings, thieves are known to drive around looking
for these opportunities to steal cars.

6. Invest in an anti-theft system and make sure it is armed
before you walk away.

7. Take a moment to look around your surroundings
before getting into or out of your car.

 
If you are the victim of a vehicle prowl, contact 911
immediately and an officer will be dispatched to assist you.
Even if it doesn't appear that anything is missing, you may
learn later that something has been taken. Contacting the
police also helps us to have a better idea of what may be
happening in our community and we can direct resources to
address it.
