As the Chief of Police for the Poulsbo Police Department, I want to reaffirm the department's 
commitment to the safety of our community. Our mission is to work together to provide impartial law 
enforcement services to the public. We strive to build positive partnerships within our proud and 
diverse city. I understand that recent federal decisions regarding immigration may cause anxiety and 
concerns. 

The Keep Washington Working Act (RCW 10.93.160: 
https://app.leg.wa.gov/RCW/default.aspx?cite=10.93.160 ), which was passed in 2019, restricts state 
and local law enforcement from engaging in federal civil immigration enforcement. That means any 
member of the community, regardless of immigration status, is encouraged to call the police to report a 
crime. Poulsbo police officers will not ask your immigration status during an investigation, whether you 
are the suspect or the victim. Additionally, our officers do not investigate immigration violations and are 
not trained to do so. 

We are proud of the diverse and vibrant community we serve and remain committed to upholding our 
core values to build trust and maintain an environment where everyone feels safe and secure. Our 
department is committed to treating all people with dignity and respect, and I can assure you that 
enforcement actions are conducted in a professional, impartial and non-discriminatory manner.
